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Born in Lebanon, he earned his Ph.D. in History and Civilization at the Ecole des Hautes
Etudes en Sciences Sociales (EHESS) in Paris.

His research covers the period of the French occupation of Cilicia, Syria and Lebanon
between the two World Wars, Armenians in the Ottoman Empire, and refugee problems
in the Middle East.
